A traveling exhibit of historical maps, “Mapping Uncharted Territory,” is available for public museums and cultural organizations across the Lewis and Clark Trail.  The exhibit features 13 reproduced historical maps, illustrating the formidable task of charting the West from 1804-1806.  The exhibit provides glimpses into the methods Captain Clark used to create field maps and then compile them into his 1810 map of western North America.

Rental Guidelines:

This 13-map exhibition may be booked for 4-week, 8-week or 12-week runs, with additional time allowed for shipping and installation both before and after the display.  To reserve the exhibition, contact Bob Brown, Program Assistant, at the address or phone number above, or by e-mail, bobbrown01@fs.fed.us.  User fee is $200, for each 4-week period, plus shipping.

Exhibition rentals are scheduled on a first-come, first-served basis at least 60 days prior to display and can be reserved through the end of 2006.  Reservation is complete upon receipt of a $50 non-refundable deposit and a signed rental agreement. Remainder of rental fee is due 30 days prior to exhibition.

Exhibitor Responsibilities:

The exhibitor is responsible for the round-trip cost of shipping or for arranging pick-up and return of the exhibit to the Lewis and Clark Interpretive Center in Great Falls or to an address specified by the Interpretive Center (but no greater cost than transportation to Great Falls).

The exhibitor, by signing the rental agreement, accepts responsibility for the exhibit and packing materials during shipping and display, either through insurance coverage, or by accepting liability for the value of the items.  
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Lender will provide:

Packing and shipping instructions, installation suggestions, programming ideas, a master copy for an interpretive brochure, master copy for publicity poster, a draft press-release, and digital copies of representative maps to use for publicity purposes.
