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SHEEP CREEK RANGE ANALYSIS DECISION RELEASED

White Sulphur Springs Ranger District staff has released the Sheep Creek Range Analysis Final Environmental Impact Statement (FEIS) and Record of Decision (ROD).

District Ranger Tim Benedict selected alternative 4, with modifications, which authorizes grazing on National Forest System lands for 11,525 animal unit months on the Sheep Creek group of allotments affecting both new and revised allotment management plans (grazing allotments and special use pastures). The decision reorganizes grazing and special use allotments, establishes maximum allowable use standards, sets rotation grazing schedules, reduces grazing season length, eliminates unauthorized livestock grazing and prescribes construction of 32.9 miles of fence, 50 water tanks, 7.6 miles of water pipeline and five pumps.

This decision is subject to appeal under Forest Service regulation 36 CFR 215.7 within 45 days after a notice is published in the Great Falls Tribune.  Appeal requirements and where to send appeals are listed in the ROD.  Copies of the final documents were sent to all those who commented during the analysis process.
