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Snowmobile Trail Access Changed   

 
Staff of the Lewis and Clark National Forest reminds snowmobile users that the “T” 

snowmobile trail through private property in the Forest Green area south of Kings Hill is 

no longer available for public use because of the lack of an access agreement.  Lewis and 

Clark National Forest officials, in conjunction with the Meagher County Little 

Belters and Great Falls Snowmobile Club, are working to seek an alternative 

highway crossing route in this area. 

The “T” trail remains groomed and open to the junction of Lamb Creek Bridge 

and Sheep Creek on the south side of US Highway 89, and it is open on the north side of 

the highway to the junction of the “T” and “b” trails.  At this time, there is no designated, 

authorized trail to cross US Highway 89 at this location.  Other alternatives to cross the 

highway are located at the Deadman Creek trail “d” and Adams Creek trail “A”.  Forest 

Service officials remind snowmobilers that the icy conditions and steep terrain along the 

Forest Green/US Highway 89 corridor make this an unsafe crossing.  Users are being 

advised to use extreme caution if crossing at this location or to seek alternate routes to 

cross the highway.
