SPECIAL ORDER
 - TRAIL RESTRICTIONS

LEWIS AND CLARK NATIONAL FOREST

WHITE SULPHUR SPRINGS AND BELT CREEK RANGER DISTRICTS

CROSS COUNTRY SKI TRAILS
 “SILVER CREST” #782, “SILVER CREST CUT ACROSS” #780, “O’BRIEN CREEK” #784, “DEADMAN” #781 AND “RANCH CREEK” #783 
By authority of the Secretary of Agriculture, pursuant to Title 36 Code of Federal Regulations 261.50 and 261.55 (a) and (c), the following acts are prohibited on the groomed and marked cross country ski trails:

36 CFR 261.55 – FOREST DEVELOPMENT TRAILS


Being on the trail.  [Title 36, 261.55 (a)]

Use by any type of traffic or mode of transport prohibited by the order.  [Title 36, 261.55 (c)]

Closed to dogs and persons manually pulling or pushing any item or device intended or used to transport a person or persons and/or equipment on or over the snow (sleds, toboggans, inner tubes, snowshoes, etc.) from December 15 to April 1.
· Trail #782 B, C, D and E  SILVER CREST Cross Country Ski Trails - Starting from the Kings Hill Winter Recreation Area parking lot and Silver Crest Trail Head.

By authority of the Secretary of Agriculture, pursuant to Title 36 Code of Federal Regulations 261.50 and 261.55 (a) and (c), the following acts are prohibited on the ungroomed and marked cross-country ski trails: 
Closed to motorized vehicles from December 15 to April 1.
· Trail #781 Deadman – Starting from parking lot area and trail head located adjacent to U.S. Highway 89 at Kings Hill Pass then continuing up Kings Hill and down Deadman Ridge to Deadman Creek and U.S. Highway 89.

· Trail #780 Silver Crest Cut Across – Starting at the junction with O’Brien Creek trail #784 and continuing to the junction with Silver Crest trail system.
· Trail #784 O’Brien Creek – Starting from parking lot area and trail head adjacent to U. S. Highway 89 on Kings Hill pass continuing down O’Brien Creek to where the power line intersects trail. From this point down to Neihart water treatment plant trail is open to over the snowmobiles. Dual use of snowmobiles and cross country skiers is allowed.
· Trail #783 Ranch Creek – Starting at the Junction with O’Brien Creek trail #784 and continuing up and over Porphyry Peak and down Ranch Creek to the junction of groomed snowmobile T Trail (#544). From groomed snowmobile trail to U.S. Highway 89, dual use of snowmobiles and cross country skiers is allowed.

This restriction is to provide for the public safety, to protect the grooming work on trails and to reduce user conflicts.
Any Federal, State or Local Officer, or member of an organized rescue or fire fighting force, in the performance of an official duty, is exempted from the prohibitions contained in this order. Administrative use by permit or written agreement is also exempt. 

This order supersedes Lewis and Clark National Forest Special Order L&C 99-14 dated December 23, 1999.

This order is effective immediately and will remain in effect until rescinded by the Forest Supervisor. This restriction is in addition to those enumerated in subpart (a) part 261, Title 36, CFR.

Violations of this prohibition are punishable by a fine of not more than $5000.00 or imprisonment for not more than 6 months or both, under authority of 16 USC 551, 18 USC 3571 and 7 USC 101 1(f).
