Record of Decision Navy Timber Sale
WRANGELL, Alaska - The Forest Supervisor for the Tongass National Forest has signed the Record of Decision for the Navy Timber Sale, located in the central part of Etolin Island about 22 air miles south of Wrangell, Alaska.  
The decision, based on the Navy Timber Sale Final Environmental Impact Statement (EIS), was signed March 10, 2009.  The Selected Alternative will harvest 72.8 million board feet (MMBF) of saw and utility timber over several years.  The timber is planned for sale in several offerings totaling about 5,400 acres. It will be harvested by both ground-based and helicopter logging systems. Implementation will require 8.1 miles of National Forest System (NFS) road and 8.8 miles of temporary road.  The timber is planned for sale in several offerings ranging from less than 1 MMBF to 30-35 MMBF.  This project supports and implements the 2008 Tongass National Forest Land and Resource Management Plan.
This decision is subject to administrative review (appeal) pursuant to Title 36 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 215.  Individuals or organizations who submitted comments during the comment period specified at CFR 215.6 may appeal this decision. The Notice of Appeal, including attachments, must be filed (regular mail, fax, e-mail express delivery or messenger service) with the Appeal Deciding Officer, Denny Bschor, Regional Forester, at the Alaska Regional Office in Juneau, within 45 calendar days of the date the legal notice of this decision is published in the Ketchikan Daily News, the official newspaper of record.
