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“Kids Keep on Diggin’ the Fossil Freeway” 
Chadron, NE – Despite the snow, or even the superstition of “Friday the 13th,” 42 kids and 7 adult team leaders from the Boys & Girls Club in Chadron headed to Fort Robinson for a field trip.  Hosted by the Trailside Museum of the University of Nebraska State Museum, the fun day allowed the kids a rich experiential learning experience.  “Kids Diggin’ the Fossil Freeway,” is a collaborative effort between the Nebraska National Forest and Grasslands and the Boys & Girls Club of the Nebraska Panhandle.  
One of the many highlights of the day was viewing “Clash of the Titans,” an exhibit more than 10,000 years old that forever locks two Columbian mammoths together in a fight to the death.  Participants were given a chance to document this and other exhibits by using their new digital cameras, which were purchased for the Boys & Girls Club with funds from the Forest Service’s More Kids in the Woods grant.  Other activities included building a diorama, journaling the Museum experiences, creating artwork, and casting their own fossils in plaster.

The field trip was the second event to showcase geological and cultural resources along the Fossil Freeway corridor that crosses western Nebraska and South Dakota.  The Boys & Girls Club of the Nebraska Panhandle in Chadron serves an average of 70 children a day giving them a chance to participate in structured activities and experiential learning.  These fieldtrips give the kids a chance to learn about the ancient history of the surrounding area and develop a bond with nature says Shari Counce, Forest Archaeologist.  More fieldtrips and activities are planned for this Spring.
