1.8, Highway 189 connects northward to Hwy 191 Continuing north

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Safety in Bear Country

Hike in groups and

make noise. Bears don’t

like surprises. Carry bear
spray and know how to use it.

Secure food, trash, and other attractants in a
bear-resistant container, hang 10 feet high, or
store in a hard-sided vehicle. All attractants
must be stored at night or when unattended
during the day. Ask about special

regulations for harvested big game.

Human-food conditioned
bears are bold and often
must be destroyed.
