Fire Incident Mapping Tools (FIMT) version 9.2.0.4 What is New:
1. There is a new GeoDB template.
· Updated domains

· Added Anno Feature Classes - Reference scale 1:24,000

· Allows moving of the Assignment Breaks

· Choice of Personal GeoDB or File Based GeoDB

· Uses high precision spatial extent

· Added new table to store FirePoint Coordinate information.

2. Corrected problem with changing GIS Lead information for the incident.

3. Added better feature level metadata capturing.

4. Reworked the import of FireLines and FirePoints to ensure capture of attributes.

5. Corrected program error within Incident Symbols tool when resizing FirePoints.

6. All FirePoints will automatically have the label placed in the AnnoFirePoint layer.  If one does not like to see these labels, the theme’s display can be turned off, or remove the Anno themes all together.

7. FireClass field is automatically updated (Class of fire).
8. Fire Progression tool is fixed.  It symbolizes the History_Fire_Polygon feature class using a color ramp.  Theme symbology labels with the SnapShot_Date field.

9. New button on the Incident Symbols tool Removing all unused symbols.  To get the symbols back, just click on the “Color” or B&W” buttons to reset symbols.
10. Added a Map Templates FIMT folder with several choices of templates.

11. Added a tool on FirePoints toolbar to update coordinate values.  This will allow the user to place a FirePoint coordinate table on a map quickly. 
12. From basic testing, ArcGIS 9.2 can edit an existing FIMT 9.0.5.1 version GeoDB, but can not create an older version.  User must have FIMT version 9.2.0.x to create a new incident GeoDB.

13. Provide a utility to upgrade an older incident to a new incident.  The install package is called FIMT_Util.exe and the program is USFS FIMT Update Utility.
14. Fixed misspelling of identified domain line items.

15. Fixed symbology issues with FireLines.
