c.  Removing or attempting to remove a wild horse from the National Forest without authorization from the Fores Service.

d.  Destroying a wild horse without authorization from the U.S. Forest Service, except as an act of mercy.

e.  Selling or attempting to sell a wild horse or its remains.

f.  Branding a wild horse that still has its official wild horse status.

g.  Removing or altering a freeze mark on a wild horse.

h.  Violating an order, term, or condition established by the U.S. Forest Service under this part.

i.  Commercially exploiting a wild horse.

An person that commits a prohibited act is subject to a fine of not more than $2000 or imprisonment for not more than one year, or both, for each violation.
