PASSPORTS IN TIME (PIT) IS A PROGRAM OPEN TO ALL AGES.
EVERY YEAR, NATIONAL FORESTS AROUND THE COUNTRY HOST
SPECIAL VOLUNTEER PROJECTS. ACTIVITIES VARY FROM HELPING
ARCHAEOLOGISTS LOCATE AND DOCUMENT HISTORIC AND
PREHISTORIC SITES TO RESTORING HISTORIC BUILDINGS. OTHER
PROJECTS INCLUDE HELPING CARE FOR ARTIFACT COLLECTIONS,

ASSISTING WITH DOCUMENT RESEARCH AND LEARNING ABOUT
AMERICAN INDIAN TRADITIONS.

ARIZONA SITE STEWARD PROGRAM

THE ARIZONA SITE STEWARD PROGRAM PROVIDES AN OPPORTUNITY FOR VOLUNTEERS
TO HELP KAIBAB NATIONAL FOREST ARCHAEOLOGISTS ON AN ONGOING BASIS. SITE
STEWARDS MONITOR ARCHAEOLOGICAL SITES AND REPORT SIGNS OF VANDALISM. THE
PROGRAM PROVIDES SPECIAL TRAINING AND GROUP ACTIVITIES FOR MEMBERS.

AND FULFILLING.

THE FOREST SERVICE HAS ARCHAEOLOGISTS ON STAFF AT EACH NATIONAL FOREST, AND OFTEN HIRES SEASONAL ASSISTANTS.
