PERSONAL USE FUELWOOD AREA OPENS OCTOBER 1

Alamogordo, NM (September 21, 2007) – The Adams Pasture fuelwood area will open for personal fuelwood gathering on October 1, 2007. The fuelwood area is off of New Mexico Highway 137 on the east side of Forest Service Road 68 and has standing green, downed trees and large limbs that may be harvested. Please do not cut trees marked with survey monument tags or trees marked with paint of any color.

Your fuelwood permit is only good for Piñon Pine and Juniper trees. Do not cut or collect oak, Texas Madrone, any tree with leaves, or other plant species other than piñon-pine and juniper. The cost for four cords is $20.00.


To prevent wildfires, ensure your chainsaw is equipped with a spark arrester. Recent and welcome rains with muddy roads can make these areas risky to travel so be prepared and help prevent deterioration of watersheds.
