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LINCOLN ZONE DISPATCH CENTER CHANGES NAME
Alamogordo, NM (January 17, 2007) – One of the most recognized aircraft observed flying around the Tularosa Basin is the ‘slurry plane’ or the heavy airtanker that drops fire retardant on wildland wildfires. The aircraft are part of a network that periodically move around the United States supporting and providing suppression efforts to wildland firefighters on the ground. 

The Lincoln Zone Dispatch Center, one of 12 southwest zone centers located at the Alamogordo-White Sands Regional Airport, now has a new name. The Alamogordo Interagency Dispatch Center. The name change was effective January 1, 2007. The radio call sign will be “Alamogordo Dispatch.”

 The center was established to provide initial attack dispatching and logistical support for emergency management on lands administered by the USDA-Forest Service, Bureau of Land Management, US Fish and Wildlife Service, National Park Service, Bureau of Indian Affairs and the New Mexico Department of Forestry. 

Operating as an all risk dispatch facility, Alamogordo Interagency Dispatch Center is the primary focus for reporting, tracking, and processing orders of aircraft, equipment, overhead, crews, and supplies assigned to incidents in southeast New Mexico and west Texas.
The center underwent a renovation back in 2004 creating a more up-to-date facility with the removal of outdated buildings and equipment and installing a state-of-the-art communication infrastructure, telephone system, radio tower and computers set into new facilities. A new well is up and running to reduce the impact on local, potable water resources for fire retardant use. The use of this well does not impede on the City of Alamogordo’s potable water supply for fire suppression efforts.
