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CALICO PRESCRIBED BURN
Alamogordo, NM (October 10, 2007) – The Lincoln National Forest Sacramento Ranger District plans to resume the Calico broadcast burn on Monday, October 15, 2007, weather conditions permitting. 


Smoke resulting from the burn may be readily visible from Holloman Air Force Base, Alamogordo, La Luz, Tularosa, High Rolls and Highway 82. The residents of High Rolls will see and smell smoke during the duration of the burn.
The objective for this prescribed burn is part of the Southwestern Region’s Central Priority of reintroducing fire’s natural role in the ecosystem.  Forest health improvement, wildfire risk reduction and protection of private resources and communities are some of the objectives of restoring the health of fire-adapted forests in the Southwest. The purpose of the burn is to reduce hazardous fuel loadings within the area with the additional benefit of creating openings within the forest canopy, which will increase grasses, forbs and shrubs for foraging wildlife.

When the burning begins, signs will be posted along highways affected by the smoke and motorists are urged to use caution. Forest personnel will be posting current information regarding the progress of the burn for communities and residents in the area. As always, firefighter and public safety are the top priority.
