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NEW BUILDING TO HOUSE FEDERAL AGENCIES
Alamogordo, NM (September 7, 2007) – In August 2007, the U.S. Forest Service signed a lease with Precheck, Inc., to occupy a new building off the relief route in Alamogordo, New Mexico.

Under the Interagency Service First Initiative, the Forest Service and USDA Service Center, consisting of the Farm Service Agency, Natural Resources Conservation Service, and Otero Soil and Water Conservation District, will enter in to an agreement to share the new facilities.


A ground-breaking ceremony will take place on September 18, 2007, at 9:00 a.m., which will begin the first construction phase of this collaborative project.


The new office building will include conference rooms, a large public lobby and reception area, exhibit space, landscaped grounds and 25 visitor parking spaces with four pull through parking spaces for oversized vehicles. The project will also provide expanded parking for 80+ employees and 30+ federal vehicles.

The 19,900 square foot building will also include many modern emenities. 

The approximate occupancy date is Spring 2008.

The Forest Service currently occupies the “Federal Building”, located in downtown Alamogordo, and has been at this location since 1961.
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
