Alamogordo, NM – April 22, 2008, 11:00 a.m.: The Pepper Fire, located seven miles from the small mountain community of Weed, has been declared 100% contained. Fire crews will continue to conduct mop-up operations for several days.
“I would very much like to thank the fire fighters, the Sacramento Methodist Assembly and the local community for their help and support during the Pepper Fire,” said Terry DeLay, Acting Sacramento District Ranger. 
Forest Service Roads 171 (Perk Canyon) and 5659 (Hoosier Canyon) will remain closed until fire crews complete their work.  

Otero County officials would like to remind the public that the Villages of Cloudcroft, Ruidoso, Mayhill, Sacramento, Weed, Timberon, and any outlying areas are accessible to the public. No roads are closed and visitors are encouraged to visit these mountain communities.

Visitors and residents within the mountain communities are urged to use caution. Fire restrictions are in effect. Conditions are dry and the fire danger is extreme.
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
