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LINCON NATIONAL FOREST TO REDUCE DEFERRED MAINTENANCE BY 20% OVER NEXT 5 YEARS
Alamogordo, NM (October 17, 2008) – In May 2008, the Lincoln National Forest informed the public that many campgrounds, picnic areas and trailheads created in the 1950s and 60s are showing their age. Some are in need of reconstruction to improve a quality experience and improve sanitation and accessibility. Providing the public with quality sustainable recreation sites is a responsibility the U.S. Forest Service and the Lincoln National Forest strive to achieve and meet.

The U.S. Forest Service developed the Recreation Facility Analysis process, used nationally, to assist Forests in creating a sustainable program that aligns recreation sites with visitor’s desires, expectations, and use. Recreation Facility Analysis helps ensure that recreation sites and facilities provide the appropriate mix of opportunities within the special characteristics of each Forest. The Lincoln National Forest used this process to develop a 5-year proposed "Program of Work" to better manage and improve the quality of recreation sites. 

Frank Martinez, Lincoln National Forest Public Services Staff Officer said, “The Recreation Facility Analysis has been completed. The analysis identified the tasks needed over the next five years to bring the Forest’s recreation infrastructure in alignment with the resources available to operate and maintain, and provide outstanding recreation opportunities to the public. The program of work will be reviewed and identified annually by forest specialists.” Martinez continued, “The goal of this analysis was to be fiscally responsible and reduce deferred maintenance by 20% over the next five years.  I feel we have identified that during this process on the Lincoln.”


The RFA is now complete with implementation to begin in the fall of 2008 with the start of reconstruction of Deerhead Campground.
