ORDER

STAGE II FIRE RESTRICTIONS

LINCOLN NATIONAL FOREST

Pursuant to 16 U.S.C. 551,and 36 CFR § 261.50(a), the following acts are prohibited on all National Forest System lands within the Lincoln National Forest, in the following counties with the state of New Mexico (“the restricted area”). The restricted area is depicted on the attached map, hereby incorporated into this Order as Exhibit A.   

PROHIBITIONS:
1.
Building, maintaining, attending or using a fire, campfire, charcoal, coal, or wood stove,  36 CFR § 261.52(a). The use of petroleum-fueled stoves, lanterns or heating devices providing such devices which meet the fire underwriter’s specifications for safety are allowed.

2.
Smoking, except within an enclosed vehicle or building. 36 CFR § 261.52(c).

3.
Using an explosive or firearms. 36 C.F.R. § 261.52(b).

      4.
Operating a chainsaw, OHV, or other equipment powered by an internal combustion engine, from 10 a.m. to 1:00 a.m. 36 C.F.R. § 261.52(h). 
When Hoot Owl restrictions are invoked, the Forest Service may curtail or shut down all or              portions of any operations.  The following requirements may be imposed:

(i) All high fire risk operations could be terminated.

(ii) All burning could be stopped, including debris burning fires.

(iii) Patrolman will be required for a period of 2 hours after high fire risk   operations and 1 hour after end of work shift.  The Contractor shall provide the patrolman unless the contract is for equipment rental, in which case the Government will provide the patrolman.

5.
Operating or using any internal or external combustion engine without a spark arresting device properly installed, maintained, and in effective working order meeting either:

----- Department of Agriculture, Forest Service Standard 5100-1a; or

------Appropriate Society of Automotive Engineers (SAE recommended practice J335 (b) and J350 (a); 36 C.R.R. § 261.52(j) 

6.
Welding or operating acetylene or other torch with open flame; 36 C.F.R. § 261.52(i).

7.
Violating any state law, specifically all local burning guidelines and 20.2.60.111 NMAC, Conditions for Restricted Open Burning related to state air quality, concerning burning, fires, or which is for the purpose of preventing or restricting the spread of fire; 36 C.F.R. § 261.52. (k).

EXEMPTIONS:
ADVANCE \u4
Pursuant to 36 CFR § 261.50(e), the following persons (3) are exempt from this order:

1. Persons with a Forest Service permit specifically authorizing the prohibited act or omission.

2. Any Federal, State or Local Officer or member of an organized firefighting force in the performance of an official duty. 

3. Resident owners and lessees of land, and holders of Forest Service recreation special use authorizations, within the restricted area exempt from Restriction No. 1 above, provided such fires are within a permanent structure.

This Order is necessary to protect public health and safety due to the continued high fire danger.

This Order becomes effective at 0800 a.m., July 02, 2008, and will remain in force until rescinded or until December 31, 2008, which event ever occurs first. This Order rescinds, replaces and supersedes Order(s) No.(s) 08-180.
