Team members will be present and available to answer questions at the following locations:  Cloudcroft – January 10, 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m., at The Lodge; Las Cruces – January 12, 10:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. (noon) at the New Mexico Farm and Ranch Heritage Museum; Alamogordo - January 14, 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m., at the Sergeant Willie Estrada Memorial Civic Center; Ruidoso – January 16, 5:30 p.m. to 7:30 p.m., at the Ruidoso Convention Center; and Carlsbad – January 22, Carlsbad Public Library Annex, 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. Also, a workshop will be held for the public at a location, to be determined in El Paso, Texas, January 19, 2008.
The Lincoln National Forest website has the information posted on the Travel Management Rule Implementation web page showing dates, times and locations.

The Lincoln National Forest has made no decisions that will close any forest roads or trails at this time. The existing roads and trails have a high-use rate by visitors who enjoy using their ATVs, horseback riding or hiking through the forest.
