LINCOLN NATIONAL FOREST HONORS U.S. ARMED FORCES AND VETERANS
Alamogordo, NM (November 7, 2007) – “Veteran’s Day is our nation’s day of honoring our veterans who have served their country with military service during wartime or peacetime,” said Lincoln National Forest Supervisor, Lou Woltering.  “We would like to thank our veterans and let them know the Lincoln National Forest is available for tent camping, RV camping, hiking, driving for pleasure on scenic routes or just enjoying our beautiful mountains. They are always welcome, and we hope they enjoy their National Forests.”

Day use fees and overnight camping fees on the Lincoln National Forest will be waived on Veteran’s Day, November 11, 2007. The purpose of this free day is to encourage visitation by veterans to our nation’s national forests, recognize our nation’s public lands as an environmental refuge and economic resource and to protect our natural resources. U.S. Veterans, members of the U.S. Armed Forces and their families who visit the Lincoln National Forest locations on November 11, can enjoy the named developed sites at no charge. 

Fee-free sites currently open on the Smokey Bear Ranger District are:  Cedar Creek Picnic/Pavilion, Schoolhouse Picnic Area, Monjeau Lookout Campground, Baca Dispersed Campground, Ruidoso, and Three Rivers Campground located on Highway 54 north of Tularosa.

Sites open on the Sacramento Ranger District are:  Pines Campground, James Canyon Campground, Upper Karr Campground, Bluff Springs and the Trestle Recreation Area.

The Guadalupe Ranger District offers the fee-free day at Sitting Bull Falls Recreation Area located near Carlsbad.

After the observance of Veteran’s Day, some of Lincoln National Forest recreation sites will close for the winter season. Please contact the Ranger District Office for the latest information.


The Recreation Enhancement Act permits federal land management agencies to charge modest fees at campgrounds, high-impact recreation areas and at day-use sites that have certain facilities.  The 
Act is designed to increase consistency, coordination, maintenance and enhance visitor services across participating Federal agencies and provides a safe and healthy recreation setting on public lands.
