The Sacramento Ranger District, Lincoln National Forest is requesting your comments on the proposed North Bluewater Wildlife Openings and Wildlife Trick Tank Project.  The project would treat approximately 1,600 acres within the designated 1,834-acre pinyon/juniper woodland to enhance wildlife habitat and diversity and installation of a 3,500-gallon metal umbrella storage tank with enclosure fence to ensure protection of a dependable water source for wildlife use.  
The project area is located in the vicinity of Bluewater and Cuevo Canyons approximately 4 miles southeast of the town of Weed, New Mexico.
