SPECIAL AREA CLOSURE

TONTO NATIONAL FOREST

Pursuant to 36 CFR §261.50(a) and (b), the following special restriction and prohibition is established within the specific area on the Tonto National Forest, in the State of Arizona, contained within the boundary lines described as the follows and depicted on the attached map, hereby incorporated in the Order:
Starting at the Tonto National Forest boundary intersection with Highway 87; thence south on Highway 87 to its intersection with Forest Road #583; thence following the northern edge of Forest Road #583; thence southwesterly to its ending; thence southerly down the Pine Creek Drainage to its intersection with the East Verde River; thence northwesterly down the East Verde River to its intersection with the Verde River; thence northerly up the Verde River to the Tonto National Forest boundary; thence in a clockwise direction following the Tonto National Forest boundary to the beginning at Highway 87.
Except as provided below, the following is prohibited on the Tonto National Forest lands that are under closure:
GOING INTO OR BEING UPON AN AREA. 36 CFR §261.52(e)

Pursuant to 36 CFR §261.50(e), the following persons are exempt from this order:

1. Any persons with authorization in writing from a Forest Officer specifically authorizing the otherwise prohibited act.
2. Any Federal, State, or local officer, or member of any organized rescuer or firefighting force in the performance of an official duty.
3. Owners or lessees of land in the area.
4. Employees and visitors traveling to and from Tonto Natural Bridge State Park.

 This restriction is in addition to those prohibitions enumerated in Subpart A of 36 CFR 261 and other Forest Orders pertaining to the described lands.
This order becomes effective at 8:00 a.m. on Wednesday, June 29, 2005, and will remain in force until rescinded.
