Big Hole Mountains Subsection Summer Travel Management Plan  
Idaho Falls, ID:  The Caribou-Targhee National Forest has finalized the Big Hole Mountains Subsection Summer Travel Management Plan and has now prepared the Final Summer Travel Map for the subsection.  The following information needs to be clearly understood by those using roads, trails and areas in the Big Hole Mountains Subsection:
· A new Travel Map is available for use and can be viewed and printed from the Caribou-Targhee National Forest website listed below.  This map is not available at this time from any of the Ranger District offices for purchase, but may be viewed at the Palisades and Teton Basin Ranger District Offices.  
· It is critically important that all visitors to the Big Hole Mountains Subsection understand that travel information on the above mentioned map is only applicable to the Big Hole Mountains Subsection as shown on the map.   Travel information outside the Big Hole Mountains Subsection is still the same as shown on the current “Caribou-Targhee National Forest TRAVEL MAP – Palisades & Teton Basin Ranger Districts”, dated 2001 (blue cover). 
· Please pay attention to the changes in the new Big Hole Mountains Subsection Summer Travel Map.  The key changes are as follows:
1. ATV travel is now restricted to trails designated as ATV trails (see Legend for the symbol designating an ATV trail. 

2. Some trail designations have been changed – for example from motorized to non-motorized use and or non-motorized to motorized use.   Some trails will also be obliterated and removed from the trail system.

3. Cross-country travel – or travel off roads and trails – by two and three wheeled mountain bikes (all bicycles) is prohibited.
We believe these changes will better balance the trail network between different uses, improve trail safety, better protect the natural environment, and be more affordable to manage and maintain while being more responsive to public needs.  

We extend our thanks to all who contributed to the development of this new summer management travel plan.  We request that you view and print maps at our website listed below, or visit the Teton Basin or Palisades Ranger District offices, Monday-Friday, 8:00 a.m. – 4:30 p.m. if you prefer to view a large scale map.
