Forest Proposes Sale of Ashton Dwelling, Soda Springs Dwelling, and Paris Administrative Site Properties

Idaho Falls, ID:  The Caribou-Targhee National Forest proposes the sale of three administrative facilities that are no longer needed.  The Ashton Dwelling, Soda Springs Dwelling and the Paris Administrative Site will be offered through a competitive bid process as defined in the Forest Service Facility Realignment and Enhancement Act of 2005 (Title V. P.L. 109-54).  The properties will be offered separately on the open market and the person or persons offering the largest purchase price would become the owner of the land and facility.

The Ashton Dwelling site consists of a three bedroom, one bathroom, home with a ½ basement located on 0.28 acres at 511 Highland Street in Ashton, Idaho.  A detached single car garage is connected to the home by an open breezeway. 
The Soda Springs site consists of a three bedroom, two bathrooms, single-story home with basement and an attached garage.  The home is located on 0.23 acres at 359 Rose Street in Soda Springs, Idaho.
The Paris Administrative Site includes two dwellings. The first is a four bedroom, two bathrooms, two story home with a partial basement.  The second is a one bedroom, one bathroom, single story home.  Other buildings on the site include an office which has been converted into a storage building, a horse barn now used for storage, equipment sheds for tool storage, and two smaller buildings that where used for storage of fuels and oil products.  Across the street from the ranger house is a vacant lot that has been used for storage of road maintenance materials, range fencing supplies, and other large district supplies. The site is located on 2.24 acres in Paris, Idaho

The Forest is currently preparing the environmental documents to comply with the National Environmental Policy Act and invites your comments on these proposals.  The sites are expected to fall within Category 31.12(7) as the land use is expected to stay essentially the same.  Comments should be received no later than March 15, 2009.
