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      Caribou-Targhee N.F. Summary

of Roads Stimulus Projects by County

IDAHO FALLS, ID:  The Caribou-Targhee National Forest received $6.5 million, on March 6, 2009, from the passage of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) for Road Maintenance and Aquatic Passage Projects  

The project includes road surface replacement or improvement, drainage structure replacement or improvement and removal of culverts (that are barriers to fish passage) on county and forest system roads. The projects selected will help maintain and/or create up to 66 jobs. An additional benefit will be an increase in business activity – food, lodging, gas – in towns surrounding the national forest. Maintaining these roads is important to promoting a safe and enjoyable experience when visiting the national forest.  
“The Caribou-Targhee National Forest, with the help of eight counties, is ready and willing to help implement one of the first Forest Service projects selected under the recently enacted American Recovery and Reinvestment Act” according to Forest Supervisor Larry Timchak.  “The stimulus funds allow us to address long-standing maintenance needs across the forest, as well as promote growth in the local economy.”

Local counties have expressed they are available and willing to accomplish the work through agreements with the Forest Service. These counties include Bear Lake, Bonneville, Caribou, Clark, Franklin, Madison, and Teton in eastern Idaho and Lincoln County in western Wyoming. 

 “This will be a great opportunity to partner with the Forest Service,” stated Bonneville County Commissioner, Roger Christensen. “I believe it will help us create and maintain employment in our towns and enhance visitor experiences to some of the most beautiful parts of Bonneville County.”

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The following is a summary of the project by county:

Bear Lake County

1. St. Charles Road FR 30412 – Chip seal 10 miles of the existing asphalt road from Hwy 89 to the parking area at Minnetonka Cave.

2. Montpelier Reservoir Parking Area FR 40111 – Improve winter/summer parking area near the boat ramp.

3. Georgetown Gravel Project - Develop a material source at Georgetown/Deer Creek divide and crush gravel, reconstruct/realign sections of the Georgetown Canyon Road FR 30102, place crushed aggregate on the Georgetown Canyon Road from the Georgetown Mine to Trappers (5.0 miles), Diamond Creek Road FR 51102 from Trappers to Deer Creek/Diamond Creek divide (2.7 miles), and Wells Canyon Road 30146 from Trappers to Deer Creek Wells Canyon divide (1.6 miles).

Caribou County

1. Cheatbeck Canyon Rd FR 30402 – Crush additional aggregate at the Cheatbeck material source.  Place crushed aggregate on 8.4 miles of the Cheatbeck Road from the Eightmile Road 30425 to the Cutoff Road 30439.
2. Diamond Creek Dispersed Sites – Harden several dispersed sites along the Diamond Creek Road FR 51102 and install barrier rocks to define dispersed areas and restrict vehicular access to Diamond Creek.
3. Sulphur Canyon Road FR 50126 and South Sulphur Road FR 50177– Improve drainage and road surface at several locations along this road to improve user safety and reduce environmental impacts to Sulphur Creek.

4. Flat Valley Road FR 50107 – Improve drainage and surfacing on one mile section of road across Diamond Flat. Building up (turnpiking) a one mile section of FR 50107 across Diamond Flat and then hauling and placing aggregate surfacing.

5. Morgan Meadows Rd 50189 – Repair slide and/or relocate portions of the Morgan Meadows Road.

Franklin County

1. Hillyard Canyon Section of the Cub River Road, FR 30406 – Improve the drainage and surfacing of the Hillyard Canyon Section of the Cub River Road.

2. Sugar Creek Road Trailhead Parking, FR 30453 – Complete the construction of the Sugar Creek Road Trailhead.

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Bonneville County

1. York Creek Gravel Crushing – Crush and stockpile crushed aggregate. Gravel is being produced for surfacing McCoy Creek Road, Elk Jensen Road and Brockman Road.










2. McCoy Creek Road FR 50087 – Place crushed aggregate on 25 miles of the McCoy Creek Road from the State line to Gray’s Lake Road. Project will also include replacing culverts at McCoy, Camp, and Miner’s Delight Creeks.  

3. Elk Jensen Road FR 40058– Improve the Elk Jensen Road from McCoy Creek Road to Bear Creek. Work will include repairing up to four (4) slide areas, installing a concrete box culvert for Elk Creek, performing minor drainage improvements, and then placing crushed aggregate on 11.7 miles of the Elk Jensen Road from the McCoy Creek Road to Bear Creek.
4. Barnes Creek Road FR 50188 – Install three Aquatic Organism Passage (AOP) culverts.   
5. Brockman Road FR 50086 – Reconstruct/relocate the northern six miles of the Brockman Road including replacing culverts, blading and shaping the entire 12 miles of the road. 
6. Gravel Flats Crushing – Crush and stockpile crushed aggregate. Gravel is being produced for surfacing the Snake River Road, Fall Creek Road, and the Bear Creek section of the Elk Jensen Road.

7. Snake River Road FR 40076 – Place crushed aggregate on 15.7 miles of the Snake River Road from the State Hwy 26 to Calamity CG.

8. Elk Cr (Bear Creek) Road FR  40058 – Place crushed aggregate on 5.6 miles of the Elk Jensen Road (Bear Creek section) from Calamity CG to Bear Creek.

Madison County

1.  Kelly Canyon to Moody Creek FR 40218 – Replace aggregate surfacing on 18.1 miles of the Kelly Canyon Road.  Includes blading, shaping, hauling and placing crushed aggregate on 18.1 miles of Forest Road 40218 from Forest Boundary (north end) to Forest Boundary (Kelly Canyon).

Teton County

1. Drake Creek Road FR 60548.  Brush out the right-of-way, install signs, blade the road, and spread crushed aggregate on the road and existing parking area. 

2. Grove Creek Road FR 60546. Brush out the right-of-way, install signs, blade the road, haul and spread crushed aggregate on the road and existing parking area.  
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3. Patterson Creek Road FR 60237.  Brush out the right of-way; install signs, blade the road, haul and place crushed aggregate on the road. 

4. Wet & Dry Henderson Creeks Road FR 60543 & 605.44.  Brush out the right-of way, install cattle guards, blade the road, and place crushed aggregate on the road and existing parking area.
5. Mahogany Creek Road FR 60236.  Brush out the right-of-way, install signs, blade the road and place pit run and crushed aggregate on the road and parking area. 

6. North Twin Creek Road FR 60069.  Brush out the right-of-way, install signs, blade the road and place crushed aggregate on the road and existing parking area. 

7. Packsaddle Lake Road FR 60381.  Brush out the right-of-way, install sign, and install a cattle guard and blade the road. 
Clark County

1. Cottonwood Loop Road (FS 10026).  Adding drainage improvements, blade the road and place pit run sub-surfacing where necessary, place gravel surfacing.

Lincoln County, Wyoming
1. McCoy Creek Road, FR 50087:  Blade road and replace aggregate surfacing on 1.8 miles of road.

2. Alpine Boat Landing Road, FR 40027: Blade road and replace aggregate surfacing on at 0.3 miles of road.  

3. Jordan Canyon Access Road, FR 40035: Blade road and replace aggregate surfacing on 0.2 miles of road.

4. Long Springs Road, FR 40020: Blade road and replace aggregate surfacing on at 1.3 miles of road.
5.  Jordan Canyon Road, FR 40024: Blade road and replace aggregate surfacing on   at 2.2 miles of road.
6.  Jensen Creek Road, FR 50506:  Blade road and replace aggregate surfacing on at 1.0 miles of road.
