PRESCRIBED FIRE PROJECT

POCATELLO, ID:  The Westside Ranger District plans to burn a portion of the Pebble Creek Ski Area Fuels Management Project, prescribed fire project during the weeks of April 20 to May 9th.  The project is located in Bannock County, East of Inkom, ID at the Pebble Creek Ski Area. The overall project consists of 300 acres located in the Green Canyon area.  Prescribed burning is part of the overall project that includes limbing and thinning of the conifer trees surrounding the ski lifts and infrastructure associated with the ski area. The objective is to reduce the fire hazard within the special use permitted boundary.
This low-intensity prescribed burn project is designed to break up the fuel continuity of the mountain brush, reduce conifer encroachment in aspen stands and create mosaic openings over the area.  If weather conditions do not allow for ignition, the Forest Service will continue to monitor for an extended clear weather pattern that will meet the combination of fuel moisture, temperature, wind and smoke dispersal conditions necessary for a successful prescribed burn.  The project is highly dependent on the weather and may be delayed or extended as weather dictates.  For more information, contact the Westside Ranger District office at 208-236-7500.
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
