After initial review by the RAC, project proposals will either be recommended for further consideration or dropped from further consideration.  Project sponsors will be notified accordingly.  For projects recommended for further consideration, the project sponsor will be asked to present a short presentation on the project for the next RAC meeting. 

After presentations, the RAC will make their final review of project proposals and determine whether to recommend them for funding and approval by the Forest Supervisors.  Project sponsors will be notified accordingly.

The form is mostly self-explanatory.  Much of the information requested on the form is required by P.L. 106-393 (The Act) in Section 203 (b). Public law references are listed in the appropriate fields in the form.  Proposed projects must be on National Forests or benefit National Forest resources.  

The information required on the form is needed for the Eastern Idaho Resource Advisory Committee (RAC) to compare and evaluate projects for potential funding.   Project sponsors are encouraged to contact local Forest Service offices to obtain the needed information for a proposal.
