The Caribou-Targhee proposes fee increases and new fees at some recreation fee sites. 

The Caribou-Targhee National Forest proposes to increase recreation fees at some of their fee sites by $2 to $10 - depending on site amenities - for the 2009 camping season.   The forest also proposes to begin charging fees at other sites.  Fee increases and new fees are within the realm of “normal” fee increases – due to the increased cost of doing business – such as higher fuel, materials and labor costs.  

Fee increases are proposed at the following Cabin Rental sites:  

· Ashton-Island Park Ranger District:  Squirrel Meadows GS, Warm River Springs GS, and Bishop Mountain Lookout.  

New fees are proposed at the following Cabin Rental site: 

· Teton Basin Ranger District:  Driggs Cabin.  This Cabin is in the city of Driggs and has never been available for rent before now.  It will only be available during the winter season – between November 1 and April 30th.  Fees will be $100 per night.  
New fees are proposed at the following campground sites: 

· Soda Springs Ranger District:  Pine Bar and Mill Canyon campgrounds.  Fees will be $8 and $2 for extra vehicles per night. 
Why the need for Recreation Fee Increases?
More and more people recreate on our national forests and grasslands every year yet funding does not keep pace with the existing need.  Meeting the increasing needs of these visitors, delivering quality recreation, heritage and wilderness opportunities and protecting our natural resources has become very difficult.  Many facilities are in need of repair.
