Fillmore Ranger District, 5 miles east of Fillmore, Millard County,

Containment: 70% (full containment expected August 14). 
 
Terrain: Steep, rocky terrain with limited access. 
 
Vegetation: Heavy oak brush, mahogany, juniper, sagebrush, grass, and mixed 

conifer. 
 
Resources: Personnel and equipment assigned to this incident include:

1 Type III Helicopter  
1 Water Tender 

1 Type I Hand Crew 
1 Type II Hand Crew 
4 Fishlake Squads 
10 Overhead 

  
Fire Behavior: Isolated torching and continued burning of fuels within the fire 

perimeter will continue again today.  Isolated showers and 
thunderstorms are expected just east of the area in the afternoon.

Injuries: Two minor injuries. 
 
Narrative: Crews constructed, secured, and held fireline on the south, west, 

north, and a portion of the east flank of the fire yesterday.  Today 
they will continue fireline work and begin mop up operations.   Air 
attack and two single engine air tankers are available for support if 
needed.
