 
(Cottonwood Ranch, NV) – Fire personnel observed pockets of timber and individual trees burning within the interior making smoke columns visible.  This type of fire behavior is expected to continue until a significant rain or snow event occurs.
Today, firefighters will monitor areas where the radiometric mapping showed heat or open flames and personnel observed fire activity from air reconnaissance flights.  They will continue to extinguish hot spots and secure the containment line.
Residents and visitors are encouraged to use extreme caution along roadways adjacent to the fire, especially along the Pole Creek and Canyon Pockets Roads.  Fire crews have cut and will continue to cut burned trees posing immediate safety hazard.
A closure order remains in effect for the area surrounding the fire.  No roads are affected by the closure.
