Bridgeport District

The Bridgeport District includes Sonora Pass, Virginia Lakes, Green Creek, Buckeye and the Sweetwater Mountains. Terrain consists of low easier to most difficult. Limited grooming exists at Sonora Pass from the Marine base to Leavitt Lake. The rest of the areas have ungroomed open riding.  Accommodations in the town of Bridgeport allow visitors the opportunity to ride all the snowmobile areas during several days. 

Carson District

The Carson District includes Hope Valley, Hawkins Peak, Scotts Lake, Willow Creek, Crater Lake, Poor Boy, Monitor Pass, and Ebbetts Pass.  Monitor Pass and Carson River areas are open except in restricted areas containing a seasonal closure from November 15-March 31, to protect carnivore habitat. The Hope Valley Sno-Park was dedicated as a California Sno-Park in the fall of 1999.  There are 30 miles of marked trails within a 65,000-acre riding area.  Limited grooming is performed by a concessionaire on the Hope Valley Sno-Park to Blue Lakes route (13 miles).   Numerous accommodations in Reno, Tahoe, Carson City, Minden and Gardnerville allow visitors the opportunity to ride all the snowmobile areas during several days. 
The Dog Valley Area is located Northwest of Reno is open to snowmobiling during years of adequate snowfall.  Information signs are maintained at entrances to National Forest lands. A monthly visit to this area will be performed December through March.
The Blue Lakes Trail System (Hope Valley Sno-Park) is open to snowmobiles, tracked vehicles, cross country skiers, snowshoers and dog sledders.  
Volunteer Programs

Three volunteer organizations are currently assisting the Humboldt-Toiyabe (H-T), with winter OHV Management. They include the following:

· Friends of Hope Valley install fencing, signs and removes garbage along the Blue Lakes road and the highway 88 corridor.

· Lake Tahoe Snowmobile Association assists in brushing snowmobile routes and maintain wilderness boundary signs.  They shovel snow to maintain restroom access at Hope Valley Sno-Park.

· The Lake Tahoe Snowmobile Association and North Tahoe Snow Travelers are applying to California State Parks for safety gear this funding cycle.  This equipment will be used to assist the Carson District in boundary patrols, education, parking assistance and garbage cleanup. This program will increase FPO Ranger safety, production and Forest patrol coverage by allowing FPO Rangers to divide into patrol teams with volunteers on projects normally requiring Forest personnel to work together.

Sustainability of the Area for Long Term Use 

The revision to the Humboldt Toiyabe National Forest Land and Resource Management Plan (Northern Sierra Amendment) lists the following areas within the Alpine Management Area that will continue to be open for snowmobile use.  These include:  Blue Lakes, Hawkins Peak, Scott’s Lake, Willow Creek, Crater Lake, Poor Boy, Monitor Pass, and Ebbetts Pass.  Monitor Pass and Carson River areas will be open, except in restricted areas containing a seasonal closure from November 15-March 31 to protect carnivore habitat.  The Dog Valley area is open to snowmobiles except for the Mitchell Canyon and Babbitt Peak Research Natural area.  

The Carson District is contributing $75,798.00 to match this winter/summer cooperative agreement.  These dollars will fund patrols, supplies and equipment as listed in the detailed cost estimate enclosed in this application.
Motorized use along Forestdale road on the west boundary of the Blue Lakes area is increasing.  Cross-country skiers also use this road and some object to the joint-use status, resulting in a lawsuit filed against the H-T NF.  The lawsuit is currently under litigation. 

  Facilities Schedule

· Over-snow travel on the Carson District usually begins in November and lasts through early May. Trail grooming by a Concessionaire begins when snow depth is adequate. No funds within this application will be used for grooming.

· The Hope Valley Sno-Park is open from November through May.  Overnight parking is allowed with no current stay limit.  Vehicles must be removed during snow removal. 

· Restrooms and a dumpster are placed at the Sno-Park prior to the start of the season and removed after OSV access ends at the Sno-Park.  

· Trail junction signs are installed before snowfall.  Wilderness boundary signs are installed when there is adequate snow to support signs.  

· Bulletin boards and kiosks are posted with winter travel information before snowmobiling begins.

Roads and trails exist in open scrub and high desert terrain, forested areas, and mountain passes.  OHV trails range in elevation from 5,000 feet at the desert floor, to 11,672 feet at the top of Mt. Patterson on the Bridgeport District.

OHV areas related to this grant on the Carson Ranger District include Dog Valley, Blue Lakes, Ebbetts Pass and Monitor Pass.  OHV areas on the Bridgeport Ranger District include Masonic, Sweetwater Range, Kavanaugh Ridge and Grouse Meadows.  Riding opportunities continue past the Forest boundaries onto the Tahoe, Lake Tahoe Basin, Eldorado, and Stanislaus National Forests.

 Visitor Demand

The Humboldt-Toiyabe receives approximately 50,000 summer OHV visitors on its California portions of the Carson and Bridgeport Districts.  There has been a yearly increase in OHV use on the Forest, as stated by private and public sources.

Forest roads are sustaining an increase in visitation and continue to offer riding opportunities and access to primitive camping and scenic vistas. Preliminary statistics from a state-wide Nevada State Parks survey of Nevada Residents show OHV recreation is the second most popular outdoor activity.  Walking is listed as the most popular and Hiking is listed as third.  Approximately 40% of OHV use in the project areas originates from Nevada residents who purchase Non-Resident OHV permits.  Sales of ATV’s and off road motorcycles have risen 25-30% from last year as stated by retail establishments in Reno and Carson City. 
Vehicle Types

 
Vehicle types using the OHV areas on the Carson and Bridgeport Ranger District are four-wheel-drive-vehicles, ATV's, motorcycles and dune buggies.

Volunteer Programs

Hills Angels Jeep Club has adopted the Hunter Lake 4WD road in Nevada and will adopt the Barney Riley OHV Trail in California.  They have been active in hauling out garbage, producing GPS maps of abandoned vehicles and assisting Forest personnel with drainage work and volunteer patrols.  Volunteers will contribute 560 hours under this project.

Sustainability of the Area for Long Term Use 

 

The Northern Sierra Amendment to the H-T Forest plan does not close any roads or trails currently designated on the Carson or Bridgeport Districts. 

The Carson and Bridgeport Districts are contributing $75,798.00 to fund this winter/summer OHV cooperative agreement.  These dollars provide patrols, supplies and equipment listed in the Detailed Cost Estimate.  Funding through appropriated dollars effectively allows for motorized recreation opportunities by providing a continuous trail system with informational and regulatory signing.   FPO’s will continue to maintain signing, inform and educate users and enforce applicable federal and state OHV laws. 

  Facilities Schedule (Carson District)

The Carson and Bridgeport Ranger Districts of the Humboldt-Toiyabe (H-T) National Forest contain 28 campgrounds serving the recreation and OHV community.  Each campground is generally open from Memorial Day thru Labor Day.  All staging areas are open when snow free. There are five seasonal closure gates, limiting access to motorized vehicles until the road surface is dry. The Carson District uses Forest Order # 04-17-96-01 that assigns motorized travel to designated roads and trails.

The Following Facilities are contained in the Hope Valley Area:

Scott’s Lake opens when the road system is dry (June-November).  Five dispersed campsites exist. Parking area will accommodate 20 vehicles.  

Hope Valley is open when snow free from Late June through early November.  Parking is available for 50 vehicles

Burnside Staging Area accommodates 20 cars. Facilities include gravel parking and bulletin board.  Facility is open when road is dry in June and open through early November. Burnside road contains a non-motorized winter closure on the main road. 

The following facilities are contained in the Dog Valley Area:

Summit 1 Staging Area is open when snow free which is usually May through November.  Three OHV routes begin from this point.  No fee is charged.

Summit 2 Staging Area is open when snow-free.  Parking capacity is 20 vehicles with trailers. Two OHV routes begin from this point.  No fee is charged. 

Lookout Campground contains 15 sites. It is open from Memorial Day through Labor Day. The Forest spent $280,000 during fall 2002 to improve the campground. Finished facilities will include 2 restrooms, water, 15 campsites and two bulletin boards. Approximately 20% of the visits are from OHV users.  Four OHV routes begin within one-quarter mile in either direction from this campground. 

Hunting Camp #2 Dispersed Camp and Staging Area has two campsites.  The area is open when snow free from May through November.  Three OHV routes originate from this location. Facilities include a restroom and bulletin board. Approximately 70% of the use occurs from OHV enthusiasts.  No fee is charged.

Dog Valley campground is open from June through November.  Facilities include five campsites one restroom, one group site and an amphitheater.  The campground is open from June through October.  Approximately 60% of the use occurs from OHV enthusiasts.  No fee is charged

Highway 108 Corridor

Sonora Bridge Campground contains 15 sites and is open from Memorial Day through Labor Day.  This is a full service campground with resident camp host. Approximately 5% of the visitor use is from OHV enthusiasts. The campground is a stopping point for OHV groups recreating along Highway 108 and  Leavitt Lake.

Sonora Bridge Picnic and Day Use Area has a restroom, four picnic tables and barbeques.  This area receives Approximately 5% of its use from OHV enthusiasts heading up to Sonora Pass and Leavitt Lake.

Leavitt Lake Staging has capacity for 8 vehicles.  A seasonal closure gate keeps motorized traffic off the road until it is dry.  The closure is usually in effect until early July. 

Virginia Creek Dispersed Area contains parking for 6 vehicles. Area is open in late June through early November.

Vista Falls Viewpoint is a popular picnic location for the OHV/SUV owner on the way to Leavitt Lake.  Facilities include a scenic overlook and restroom. Area is open after snowmelt in late June until early November.

Finley Mine Staging Area accommodates 4 vehicles.  Facilities consist of a bulletin board.  Area is open after snowmelt in late June until November

  Cost Estimate Narrative

This funding request covers one year of law enforcement for the Carson District winter/summer and Bridgeport summer.  The Forest is requesting $117,080.00 this year.  Matching funds for this request total $75,798.00.  Total Project cost is $181,170.00.   

Funding request for last year’s law enforcement totaled $151,000.00.  Last year’s matching funds totaled 73,818.00.  Total project cost was $224,818.00.

This application has been reduced from last year’s request by $33,920.00.  Matching funds however, have increased by $1,980.00.   The reduction in the funding request is the result of reducing administrative personnel and supply requests.  The Forest will provide full funding for one LEO from Forest appropriated dollars.  The Forest’s request of 117,080.00 will allow us to adequately patrol the Carson and Bridgeport Districts.   It is our hope that the OHMVRD staff and Commissioners will look favorably at these cost improvements and provide funding at the requested level.

	SECTION iv: law enforcement activities (Winter)


Map of Patrol Areas

Winter patrols will be conducted within areas open to motorized travel as listed on the Hope Valley Winter Recreation Map.  Patrols of the surrounding areas (Scotts Lake, Willow Creek, Crater Lake, Monitor Pass, Ebbetts Pass, Dog Valley) outside of the map will be undertaken once per month from December through April.  

Law Enforcement Summary

Forest Protection Officers (FPO’s) will patrol winter recreation areas and coordinate snowmobile patrols and enforcement with Alpine and Sierra County Sheriff's Departments. Jointly, we give information regarding recreation opportunities on the Carson District.  

The Carson Ranger District cooperates with the Amador RD, Eldorado NF and Lake Tahoe Basin Management Unit (LTBMU) to assist in patrolling wilderness boundaries. This is an ongoing effort with our priority being user education.  Groomed and ungroomed system trails and open riding areas within the Blue Lakes area are patrolled on a weekly basis.  This application does not include overflights however we will assist as ground personnel when adjacent Forests conduct operations. 

Law Enforcement Issues

Law enforcement activities on the Humboldt-Toiyabe National Forest (H-T NF) are focused on resource protection and public safety. FPO’s and LEO’s accomplish this through one-on-one visitor education, signing, patrol pressence and issuance of citations or warnings for violations. Specific enforcement problems on the H-T NF that continue to need attention are OSV incursions into wilderness and areas closed to motorized use, search and rescue efforts and coordination, OSV conflicts with other users (i.e. xc skiers, snowshoers, OSV registration, Sno-Park permits and vehicle operation (i.e. speeding, reckless driving, decibel limit violations).  

How OHV Funds Will Solve Issues

OHV funds will effectively address issues by ensuring a constant presence of Law enforcement and conservation personnel to monitor use and maintain a proactive approach to the management of OSV’s on Forest System Lands.  Most violations occur because the forest visitor is uninformed of Federal and State regulations governing the use of OSV’s.  The few winter enthusiasts, who knowingly violate these laws, are confident they won’t be apprehended.  As program managers, we are constantly looking for new ways to inform an increasing number of forest visitors.  Funding for the Forest Service personnel has been through a combination of grant funds and agency contributed funding.

Schedule of patrols

· The law enforcement schedule reflects days when the Amador District of the Eldorado and Alpine County will be absent.  This will result in seven-day per week coverage in Hope Valley. 

· One Law Enforcement Officer (LEO) will spend twenty days throughout the season, patrolling parking areas, trails and open riding areas.  

· Teams of patrols will consist of two FPO’s, one FPO and one LEO, or one FPO and one ride-along volunteer.  Enlisting volunteers will allow Forest Officers to double their coverage and promote a more familiar working relationship between club members and the Carson Ranger District.  

· Patrol coordination will occur between Forest employees and Alpine County Deputies. Forest personnel will patrol with deputies at a rate of twice per month.

· 70-80 % of the FPO’s time is spent in enforcement, and the remainder spent in visitor assistance, maintaining signs, inspecting and monitoring use. 

· 100% of the District LEO’s time is dedicated to law enforcement.  Law Enforcement patrols concentrate on the high-use or problem areas, boundaries of other areas closed to motorized use, and areas of conflict. 

Enforcement of OHV related laws including spark arresters, registration, noise, resource damage/trespass, DUI and search and rescue

Forest protection officers enforce the Code of Federal Regulations and California Vehicle Codes, which include the following:

Safe OSV operation

· Place speed control signs within the trailhead vicinity.

· Make public contacts when unsafe operations are observed.

· Provide information to the violator regarding the potential danger of their actions.

· Issue written warnings or citations.

· Encourage involvement with county agencies and the California Highway Patrol in OSV safety enforcement. 

Wilderness boundaries and motorized closures

· Display prominent notices and maps at trailheads, showing restricted areas.

· Provide personal carry maps at kiosks and with Snow Rangers. 

· Install signs at commonly used entry points.

· Standardized closure signs allow riders to quickly identify closed areas.

· Junction signs with “you are here” pointers on maps help riders identify where they are in relation to closed areas.

· Conduct patrols and surveillance along the boundaries and at common entry points.

· Make contact with OSV operators, informing them of area boundaries. 

· Make enforcement contacts and issue citations to individuals observed violating non-motorized and wilderness area boundaries.  

· Enforcement contacts will be conducted when a violator is observed or heard within the N.F. Wilderness.  Violation notices shall be issued in all cases when the officer entered the Wilderness in order to make the contact.
Compliance with California OHV registration

· All persons in possession of OSV's without a current registration will be issued a violation notice. 

Compliance with parking requirements at Hope Valley Sno-Park

· Requirements for California Sno park permits will be prominently displayed at the Blue Lakes Trailhead.

· Vehicles will be inspected in the Sno-Park area.

· Violation notices will be issued for non-compliance.

DUI Policy

· FPO’s have limited authority concerning alcohol related incidents.  They gather information and relay this information to an LEO, County Deputies, or state law enforcement

· FPO’s make the decision regarding how involved they become in order to protect resources and individuals from harm. LEO’s make arrests when they determine a rider is intoxicated.

Search and rescue operations 

· Counties maintain jurisdiction on search and rescue operations.

· All FPO’s have advanced first aid training as First Responders.  They are able to render first aid until advanced help arrives.

· FPO’s will attend County search and rescue training and coordination meetings.

· Trail signing will enhance search and rescue efforts, allowing rescue personnel to locate injured persons quickly.

Noise Limit Enforcement

· There is currently no practical way to enforce the Federal EPA noise emission limit of 78 decibels, using testing procedures stated in the SAE-J192A test.  However, the Forest is researching the legality of using a pass-by test under normal operating speeds. If this test is determined to be practical, warnings will be issued and citations issued for repeat offenses. 
Number and classification of LE personnel

Law enforcement personnel on the Carson Ranger District include one GS-9 Law Enforcement officer (LEO), one GS-9 Forest Protection Officer (FPO), one GS-6 FPO and one GS-5 FPO.

Signs to be purchased/installed 

· Directional signs will be purchased, and installed at trail junctions.

· Supplies for laminated maps affixed to hardboard backing, will be purchased and fastened to trail junctions.  

· Wilderness and non-motorized stickers will be purchased and placed on carsonite posts along wilderness and non-motorized boundaries.  

Agency phone numbers

· The 24-hour number for Minden Dispatch, which handles all calls for the Blue Lakes area and Carson Ranger District, is (775) 883-5995. 
· This number, as well as 911 is listed on  signs posted at entrances to Hope Valley Sno-Park, Dog Valley and all bulletin boards and maps.

The Carson District completed a winter recreation map (enclosed) during winter 2003/04.  No additional materials will be printed under this agreement.

Law Enforcement Summary

OHV related law enforcement is accomplished with Forest Service personnel- LEO's (Law Enforcement Officer) and FPO's (Forest Protection Officer)- and with local sheriff’s department.  Funding for Forest Service personnel has been through a combination of grant funds and agency contributed funding.  The county sheriff’s department has been funded through their own cooperative agreement.  
Law Enforcement Issues

Law enforcement activities on the Humboldt-Toiyabe National Forest (H-T NF) are focused on the following:

· Resource protection and public safety.  OHV Rangers accomplish this through one-on-one visitor education, signing, patrol presence and issuance of citations or warnings for violations. 
· OHV incursions into wilderness areas and other areas closed to motorized use, 
· Search and rescue efforts and coordination, 
· OHV conflicts with other users, (i.e. hikers and horseback riders), 
· OHV registration and vehicle operation (i.e. speeding, reckless driving, decibel limit violations). 
How OHV Funds Will Solve Issues

· OHV funds will effectively address issues by ensuring a constant presence of Law enforcement personnel to monitor use and maintain a proactive approach to the management of OHV’s on Forest System Lands.  

· Most violations occur because the forest visitor is uninformed of Federal and State regulations governing the use of OHV’s.  The few summer enthusiasts, who knowingly violate these laws, are confident they won’t be apprehended. Emphasis patrols and changes in scheduling are undertaken to contact these individuals.

· As program managers, we are constantly looking for new ways to inform an increasing number of forest visitors.  Our efforts have resulted in a new OHV website on the Humboldt-Toiyabe site (www.fs.fed.us/htnf/rec/ohv).    

· Funding for the Forest Service personnel has been through a combination of grant funds and agency contributed funding.

Schedule of patrols

· FPO Patrols are scheduled Sunday through Saturday with extra staffing on Holidays.  Teams of patrols will consist of single FPO’s, two FPO’s, one FPO and one LEO, or one FPO and one ride-along volunteer. Enlisting volunteers will allow forest officers to increase their coverage and promote a more familiar working relationship between club members and the Carson and Bridgeport Ranger Districts.  
· Patrol coordination will occur between Forests (El Dorado and Stanisluas). 
· 70-80 % of the FPO’s time is spent in enforcement, and the remainder spent in visitor assistance, maintaining signs, inspecting and monitoring.  Conversely, 100% of the District LEO’s time is dedicated to law enforcement.  
· Law Enforcement patrols concentrate on the high use or problem areas, boundaries of other areas closed to motorized use, and areas of potential conflict.

· Maps of the main emphasis areas are included in this application.  

Enforcement of OHV related laws including spark arresters, registration, noise, resource damage/trespass, DUI and search and rescue

Forest protection officers enforce the Code of Federal Regulations and California Vehicle Codes, which include the following:

Safe OHV operation

· Contact all OHV users, emphasizing a proactive education format when unsafe operations are observed.

· Provide information to the violator regarding the potential danger of their actions.

· Issue written warnings or citations.

· Encourage involvement with county agencies and the California Highway Patrol in OHV safety enforcement. 

Wilderness boundaries and motorized closures

· Display prominent notices and maps at trailheads, showing restricted areas.

· Provide personal carry maps distributed by OHV Rangers and posted at kiosks. 

· Install signs at commonly used entry points along well-traveled roads.

· Contact OHV operators, informing them of area boundaries and road restrictions. 

· Conduct enforcement contacts and issue warning notices and violations to individuals who have been observed violating non-motorized and wilderness area boundaries.  

Compliance with California OHV registration

· All persons in possession of OHV's without a current registration will be issued a violation notice.  

· Vehicles will be inspected at trailheads, trails and road systems. 

DUI Policy

· FPO’s have limited authority concerning alcohol related incidents.  They gather information and relay this information to an LEO, County Deputies, or state law enforcement

· FPO’s make the decision regarding how involved they become in order to protect resources and individuals from harm. LEO’s make arrests when they determine a rider is intoxicated.

Search and rescue operations 

· Counties maintain jurisdiction on search and rescue operations.

· FPO’s are Certified Outdoor Emergency Care Technicians acting as first responders on search and rescue operations, until advanced help arrives.

· FPO’s will attend County search and rescue training and coordination meetings.

· OHV Rangers are trained in the use of handheld GPS units.  When Rangers encounter injured persons, they will relay their GPS coordinates to Dispatch enabling rescue personnel to locate injured persons quickly.

Noise Limit Enforcement

· Compliance with the new state decibel limit (96db) is enforced, using the 20-inch test with tachometer.  Tests will be done at motorcycle events and periodic tests will be conducted on motorcycles apparently over the limit. Citations will be issued for non-compliance.
Spark Arrestor Enforcement

· We will conduct spark arrestor checks on all motorcycles and ATV’s and issue citations on all violations.

Vegetation and soil resource damage prevention. 

· Individual public contacts will be made to all observed OHV users.

· Signs and barriers designating temporary restrictions will be placed at critical access points.

· Violation notices will be issued.

· Environmental education will be posted to increase awareness.

Number and classification of LE personnel

Law enforcement personnel on the Carson and Bridgeport Ranger Districts include two GS-9 Law Enforcement Officers, one GS-9 FPO, one GS-6 FPO and four GS-5 FPO’s. 

Signs to be purchased/installed

· 5 large regulation signs will be purchased under this agreement. 

· Wilderness and non-motorized stickers will be purchased and placed on carsonite posts along wilderness and non-motorized boundaries.  

Agency phone numbers

· The 24-hour number for Minden Dispatch, which handles all calls for the Carson and Bridgeport Ranger Districts, is (775) 883-5995. 
· This number, as well as 911 will be listed on signs posted at staging area bulletin boards and maps.  
Educational materials

The Carson Ranger district is completing a summer map under the previous application.  The maps will have OHV regulations listed in the handout.  The maps will be available at bulletin boards, District offices and distributed by Forest personnel.  The Forest website contains maps and information in downloadable format.

Cost increase/decrease justification

The reduced grant request from last years $151,000 to this year’s request of $117,080 is due to the following changes:

· One new LEO will be paid entirely from Forest appropriated funds.  The second LEO will provide a 50% match in hourly wages.

· Administrative personnel have been eliminated from this funding request.

· Supplies have been reduced from the previous application. Only essential signing supplies are included.

· An increase in appropriated dollars ($1,980.00) has been added to this application.

This letter documents categorical exclusion of the Humboldt-Toiyabe NF's (H-T's) FY03-04 Off Highway and Over the Snow Vehicle (OHV and OSV) enforcement programs from documentation in an EA or EIS.  This document addresses activities in Alpine, Mono, and Sierra Counties, California (Carson and Bridgeport Ranger Districts).

Background:  The H-T is currently applying for CA State Green Sticker funds to supplement allocated funding for OHV/OSV Winter and summer law enforcement patrols. 

This project is necessary to maintain a wide range of winter and summer recreational opportunities on the Carson and Bridgeport Ranger Districts consistent with existing plans.  All activities are consistent with and would require no amendment of the Forest Plan.

Scoping:  The H-T mailed letters about this project to 235 parties and held a public meeting on April 2004 at Turtle Rock Park in Markleeville CA.  Public input was received via letters and email messages.  A summary of comments and responses is contained within this application in Public Comments.
Analysis:  Analysis of this project considered: that public comments did not raise any issues that are not already mitigated by existing management requirements; that expected impacts of this project will be minor and can be mitigated through routine measures; and that ground disturbance will be limited to existing roads and trails.

Extraordinary Circumstances:  Analysis indicates that this project would not cause adverse effects relative to any extraordinary circumstances that might be associated with significant effects. This project would not affect any known populations of, or critical habitat for, any threatened or endangered species; this project will not impact any floodplains or municipal watersheds. This project lies completely outside all Congressionally designated special areas and roadless areas will not have their character impacted; this project would not affect any historic or cultural properties. 

Category:  This project fits categories 4 & 5, section 31.1b, FSH 1909.15.

Decision:  I have reviewed my decision  and support OHV and OSV enforcement  as described here.  If any extraordinary -- or even non-routine -- circumstances are discovered during this action, maintenance work will be suspended in the area of new discovery until adequate mitigations are developed, approved, and implemented.

The following accomplishments were made on previous grant:

· Volunteers assisted in brushing a snowmobile route in winter and ATV trail in summer.
· A winter recreation map was produced in January 2003. 
· A new bulletin board was installed at Forestdale. 
· 100 wilderness boundary signs and 40 junctions signs were installed and maintained. 
· Three toilets and 1 dumpster were maintained under contract.
· Approximately 25,000 recreation visits to Hope Valley Sno-Park.
· Two user-built roads were restored (total distance of ½ mile).
· One ATV bridge was reconstructed in willow creek.

· 11,308 OHV visitors were contacted and checked for compliance. This is a three-fold increase in contacts from previous years.
· Soil monitoring reports (4) were completed and repaired during Fall 2003.  No red routes exist on the Forest
· One 21-foot enclosed snowmobile trailer was purchased using $4,700 appropriated dollars and $1,400 dollars from a trade-in.
· @ 150 carsonite junction and regulatory signs were installed.
· Two ATV’s were purchased using appropriated dollars.  ATV’s were used to install signs and contact visitors.
· 280 miles of roads and trails were monitored for soil displacement.  The remaining 110 miles will be monitored during Spring 2004. 
· One storage container was purchased using appropriated dollars ($ 1,900) to house snowmobiles in summer and motorcycles in winter.
· One over flight was coordinated with ground personnel between the Eldorado and Humboldt-Toiyabe during winter 2004.

PAR Notes and Definitions:

LE Contact – A law enforcement contact is a detention or consensual contact performed by a trained law enforcement employee, where the enthusiast is found to be in compliance with OHV related laws and regulations, or the officer issues a warning (verbal or written), citation, or arrest for a violation of OHV related laws and regulations. 

Compliance – A compliance contact is a law enforcement contact where detention or consensual contact is initiated by a trained law enforcement employee, where the enthusiast is found to be in compliance with OHV related laws and regulations.
Warning – A warning is a law enforcement contact (written or verbal) where there is, or may have been if not addressed, an OHV related violation and there is no citation or arrest.
Citations – A law enforcement contact where a citation or notice to appear has been issued for an OHV related violation.

Arrest – An arrest is a law enforcement contact where the enthusiast is not in compliance with a more serious OHV related law or regulation and is taken into custody.

**Cold Reports – Reports that occur after an OHV related violation, and do not result in citation, warning, or arrest. 
Other OHV Related Violations – OHV related violations not specifically listed should be identified in the “other” category. Include number of citations and warnings for each.  For example, “Other” includes no helmet on ATV (6 citations, 12 warnings), etc.

Injury Accidents and Fatalities – No details regarding serious injury accidents and fatalities will be added.  The total number of accidents and fatalities will be placed on the corresponding line in (items VI. 1 and 2, and VII. 1 and 2).  
The empty rows in the LE statistics table allow the opportunity to add specific violations not already listed, such as non-resident registration or alcohol-related contacts or vandalism; these would be more prevalent than the “other” category.
