1. 5 horses will graze in the pasture west of the Pole Creek Guard Station.  A bill will be sent out to Three Creek Ranch, Inc.  The horses will use this pasture from 7/15/08 through 9/30/08.  Three Creek Ranch, Inc. is responsible for fence maintenance on this pasture. 

2. The rider will camp on the Pole Creek C&H allotment for the summer, the cow camp may remain in the same location for the duration of the grazing season if necessary.
