These are the Annual Operating Instructions for the North Copper S&G, South Copper S&G, Copper 
Basin S&G, Copper Cottonwood S&G (all considered Copper Basin S&G), Wickiup S&G, Tennessee 
Mountain S&G, West Bruneau S&G, and 76 Creek S&G allotments for 2008.  These instructions 
supplement and are part of your Term Grazing Permit number 60134, as provided for in Part 2, Clause 8 
(a) of your Term Grazing Permit.  All parts of your grazing permit are incorporated by reference.  
Failure to comply with these instructions and all parts of your Term Grazing Permit is a violation of the 
term grazing permit and may result in suspension or cancellation of all or a portion of the term grazing 
permit.

Rotation Schedule 
 
A deferred rotation schedule is used on these allotments by rotating clockwise/counterclockwise on alternate 
years. 
Copper Basin Band rotation: Copper Basin and Coon Creek-counterclockwise, use Copper Basin and move 
up and over Coon Creek Summit but do not graze burned area. 

Tennessee Mountain Band rotation: Tennessee Gulch-REST; Slate Creek/West Tennessee Mountain-REST.  

West Bruneau River Band rotation: Martin Creek/Sweet Creek-clockwise. Badger Gulch/Little 
Cottonwood/N.Copper area-REST. 

76 Creek Band rotation: 76 Creek-counterclockwise. 

Wickiup Creek-REST;  

Trailing: Please notify us as to exact dates before the trailing begins, duration of trailing is to be no more than 3 
days per band.  Trailing will take a maximum of 3 days.  If the Bruneau River is too high when the band attempts 
to cross, and due to burned areas, you may bring them onto the Forest along the main Charleston/Jarbidge road to 
the allotment.  When moving sheep from Copper Basin and 76 Creek to Martin Creek shipping corrals, the 2 
bands will be required to cross the burned area in 1 day at Little Cottonwood and Cottonwood Creeks.  Trailing 
must occur away from the river and sheep will be moved to higher ground at night.   

The 2008 trail north of the burned Jack Creek area is specified on the map given to Ellison Ranching in 2007.  
This was modified for 2007 & 2008 due to the Snow Canyon fire.  This trailing will begin on approximately 
10/12. 

Two bands of sheep will come up from the private land on the Mendive Ranch to the Martin Creek shipping 
corrals and will be in that area for 2 days maximum.  There may be 11 horses in the Gold Creek pasture during 
shipping in the fall, between approximately 10/1and 10/10.  Ellison Ranching Company is responsible for keeping 
fences maintained during that time period. 

 
Salting: Salt must be placed no closer than ¼ mile from water sources, designated roads, trails, or 
recreation sites.  
 
Maintenance: 
 
Improvement maintenance will be done prior to turn out.  Wildlife escape ramps must be installed in all 
troughs. 
 
New Improvements: 
 
None scheduled for 2008. 
 
Other: 
 
By USDA order 04-00-097, all non-pelletized hay, straw or mulch processed, stored, or 
transported on National Forest System Lands, in individual bales or containers, must be tagged or 



marked as weed free, or must have the original and current evidence of weed free certification 
documentation present.  All markings must meet the State and/or County standards for 
certification as weed free.
