2007 Accomplishments

Recreation fees from campgrounds supported the
operation and maintenance of all sites. This included:
Providing stipends for volunteer campground hosts.
Providing new signs for sites.

Pumping toilets.

Sampling water.

Collecting garbage.

Providing visitor services.

Paying daily costs of operation and maintenance.
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Funds were used to pay salaries of temporary employees
who worked to meet health and safety standards.

Supplies were purchased that allowed repairs to be made
such as painting tables and benches.

Several small habitat restoration projects were also
completed.

Cabin rental fees paid for the same types of items as
campground collections. Cabin rental fees also provided
funding for employees to periodically clean the cabins
between users.

Fees from special use authorizations provided permit
administration and application processing services.

Special use funds also:

v Helped fund a gate in Teton Canyon.

v Provided trail maintenance supplies and materials
such as a gas powered brush cutter.

v Funded volunteers who maintained trails.

v Purchased and installed information signs at
trailheads used by outfitters.

v Purchased materials for backcountry toilet
construction.

v Purchased road base gravel for trailhead parking
areas.

v Moved backcountry toilets in the Palisades
Backcountry.

v Purchased steel gates for outfitter camp in Indian
Creek.

Special Feature

Specific campground accomplishments
included, repairing a generator that
provides water to Emigration Campground,
replacing valves on flush toilet units at
Willow Flat and Emigration Campground,
enlarging a parking area in Paris Springs
Campground, and installing a fee tube and
kiosk at Beaver Creek Campground.
