Current Travel Maps Information

Challis National Forest Travel Map 1994 – Salmon National Forest Travel Map 1988

This information is useful for comparing Alternatives 0 and 1 with the other alternatives in the Draft Environmental Impact Statement.
Areas with Designated Routes – generally closed to motorized cross country travel

Challis Travel Map identifies areas that are open to motorized vehicles only on roads and trails identified by Forest Route Markers in ‘B’ areas; or specially designated on the travel map for ‘C’ and ‘D’ areas. 

Salmon Travel Map identifies road and trail opportunities/restrictions in areas labeled A through G with variously levels and types of motorized uses allowed only on designated roads and trails. 
Cross Country Motorized Travel in Areas with Designated Routes.

The current travel maps generally allow cross-country motorized travel for dispersed camping, firewood gathering, and game retrieval within 300 feet of designated motorized routes in certain areas identified on the map.

Challis NF Travel Map has the following footnote for Designated Roads; “Travel open to campsites, game retrieval, and firewood gathering within 300 feet of designated routes.”  

For Designated Trails the map says; “Travel open to campsites and game retrieval within 300 feet of designated routes.” 

 Note; Off-road and off-trail travel for big game retrieval is permitted in ‘B’ areas. No mention of firewood gathering off designated trails. 
Salmon NF Travel Map states; “Direct ingress and egress is permitted for firewood gathering and temporary campsites within 300 feet of open designated routes, provided that no vegetation is damaged or destroyed and no streams or wet meadows are crossed.”

Note: The Salmon NF Travel Map says nothing at all about cross-country motorized travel for game retrieval.

Areas Generally Open to Motorized Cross Country Travel
Both current travel plan maps have large areas generally open to cross-country motorized use. 

Challis NF Travel Map identifies ‘A’ areas “Generally open to all motorized vehicles, but some restrictions may apply. Open to over snow vehicles. Operators are responsible for resource damage. Encourage use of existing roads and trails.”

Salmon NF Travel Map identifies large ‘white’ areas that are, “National Forest areas, roads, and trails open to all vehicles, except where restricted. - These areas, roads and trails are generally unrestricted – exceptions are noted on the map or signed on the ground.”
