Heavy Maintenance crew work done on Challis/Yankee Fork:
Trail # 161, 5-Mile trail.  Constructed 5 new water bars (wood) with rock spillways.  Cleaned out 39 existing water bars and  restaked half of them.  Constructed 9 French drains.  Worked on 4 sections of small stream fords.  Constructed 4 check dams.  Cleaned out 7 existing rolling dips.  Cut 39 trees out of trail.  Recut approximately 6000' of tread on 3 different sections of trail.  Percent of tread prism cut on these sections of trail was between 10% and 25% of tread prism.  Picked and cleaned rocks off tread throughout.


































Trail # 162, Cinnabar/ Peach Creek trail.  Constructed 56 new water bars (31 wood and 25 rock) with rock spillways.  Constructed 3 sections of French drain.  Worked on 8 sections of small stream fords and 3 large armored water crossings.  Constructed 1 new rolling dip.  Recut approximately 7900' of tread on 7 different sections of trail.  Percent of tread prism cut on these sections of trail varies between 10% up to 50% of tread prism.  One large beaver dam was removed (10' x  10') off of trail through a small stream ford.  Custer lookout inspection was done.  




























Trail # 151, McKay/ Upper end of Squaw Creek (#149).  Trail sections were inspected on PP 15 this year.
