Description of the launch sites

The main launch site for the river is Corn Creek located 47 miles west of North Fork, Idaho. The offices at these launch sites are usually open from 8:00 a.m. until 4:30 p.m. seven days a week. The wilderness river rangers spend mornings at the launch areas, and take care of campgrounds or repairs in the afternoons. They are usually not far away or hard to find if you need help. They often leave a note on the office door about their whereabouts.

Corn Creek Campground Area consists of a trailhead for the Salmon River Trail, which has horse facilities (unloading and stalls), and long-term parking. The campground at Corn Creek has a $5.00 fee per night and contains 18 units. Please consolidate your group into 1 or 2 campsites to make room for everyone. Water is usually available
Garbage service is not available at Corn Creek. 

Pack out what you bring in!   You should make arrangements with your shuttle driver to dispose of your garbage.
