The Boise National Forest will be replacing the culvert in Fir Creek with a bridge this fall, which will require a road closure of FS Road #579. To access the Boundary Creek Road, you will need to use the FS Road #582 from Lowman. The closure is expected to begin approximately August 15 and is expected to last until approximately September 6, 2009. The Lowman Ranger District is the managing agency and is expected to provide more information as the project start date gets closer. The reason for the culvert replacement is to remove this barrier to upstream fish migrations. Since our users are affected by this closure, the Middle Fork District plans to post information on our telephone system and the Salmon-Challis National Forest website to keep boaters informed about this project.

The Fir Creek culvert is located on National Forest System Road (NFSR) # 579 at milepost 7.0. Construction to replace the culvert with a bridge will begin August 15th and end on or about September 6th. During construction, NFSR #579 will be closed to all traffic between MP 3.1 (at the Lola Creek (south) trailhead) and the junction with NFSR #579A, which is the access to the Fir Creek Campground (The Fir Creek Campground will remain open during this closure). From August 15th to September 6th, traffic wishing to access the Boundary Creek Road and/or the Dagger Falls boat launch from State Highway 21 will be detoured via NFSR #582. 
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Detour:  To get to the Boundary Creek Road during the closure period, boaters will need to turn off State Highway 21 (SH21) at Lowman, Idaho.

For folks traveling on SH21 from the Boise/McCall direction, turn left onto NFS Road #582 near Lowman, then drive approximately 30 miles north to the intersection of NFS Road #579, merge right back onto NFS Road #579 (heading east) then left onto the Boundary Creek Road.

For people traveling on SH21 from the Stanley direction: Starting at the intersection of SH21 and NFS Road #579, drive approximately 35 miles towards Lowman, Idaho. Turn right onto NFS Road #582, drive approximately 30 miles north to the intersection of NFS Road #579, merge right back onto NFS Road #579 (heading east) then left onto Boundary Creek Road.
