EOG Resources, Inc.,  has filed an Application for Permit to Drill with the Bureau of 
Land Management, Salt Lake Field Office, for one exploratory oil and gas well in the 
NW ¼ SW  ¼ of Section 25, T. 10 S., R  8 E., S.L.B.&M.  The well (lease name and well 
number Tabbyune Creek1-25) is part of lease number UTU-79959.  The well pad would 
be approximately 325 feet long and 246 feet wide.  NOTE:  The legal notice published in 
the Provo Daily Herald on November 19, 2005 incorrectly stated the width as 2,640 feet.  
A water well would also be drilled on the well pad to reduce truck use on the Reservation 
Ridge Road.  The well would be accessed using Forest Road 381 and construction of 
approximately 0.5 miles of road.   Surface disturbance for this activity would be less than 
six acres.   It is expected that exploratory drilling would occur 24-hours a day for 
approximately 45 days.   All activities including construction and reclamation of the site 
would last approximately four months.  
 
The Spanish Fork District of the Uinta National Forest is the surface management 
agency.  The Forest Service will issue a decision regarding the surface plan of operations 
and the Bureau of Land Management will issue the decision regarding the approval of the 
Application for Permit to Drill.  The surface use plan is posted at the Uinta National 
Forest Supervisor’s Office located at 88 West 100 North, Provo, UT 84601 as well as the 
Spanish Fork Ranger District Office. 
 
This legal notice provides those interested in or affected by the proposal an opportunity to 
make their concerns known prior to a decision being made by the responsible official.
