for people and the land, and what’s not.

The Forest Service says each one will highlight routes and
opportunities located within the hosting Ranger’s area of the Forest. The Placerville and
Pacific District Rangers will host a joint open house for the convenience of people who travel
Highway 50. The Amador and Georgetown District Rangers will each host their own open
house.
