Unit Coordinator/Certifier Letter of Direction
Unit Coordinators shall Coordinate and maintain certification and test records for Forest employees who have taken the training and been tested for Class C Advanced Sawyer Certification, as well as Class A and B Sawyer Certification when there is no delegated Qualified District Instructor. The Unit Coordinator may designate a District Coordinator or other official to maintain these records as deemed necessary. Records and certifications that shall be kept are as follows:
1. Field Evaluations
2. Copy of certificate/s issued
3. Copy of latest saw qualification card
*The duration of time to keep records will be for 7 years or until the employee leaves the agency.
Certifiers and coordinators will need to collect and submit all chainsaw and crosscut saw incident and accident data to the appropriate Forest Safety and Health Manager and the Forest Fire Qualification Review Committee (FQRC) Manager for firefighting personnel.  Send a copy of all accident/incident reports and investigations relating to chainsaw and crosscut saw accident/incidents to the Regional Chainsaw Crosscut Saw Coordinator. It is imperative that the Coordinators and Certifiers are familiar with the FSH 6709.12 Safety and Health Program handbook in regards to the R5 FSH Supplement 6709.12-2002-1 CH-10 Digest 19 Chainsaw and Crosscut Saw Program.
