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OFFICAL release Date for WFDSS is April 1, a training calendar will be posted to the WFDSS Home page sometime during the first week of February.  The national direction from come from Washington formally next week and will provide further direction to the field.  Early indications are that by July 1, 2009 WFDSS will be used on all forest service fires.
