Hazardous Fuel Reduction Projects Underway 

in Yuba and Butte Counties

The Plumas National Forest awarded two National Fire Plan Community Protection grants for hazardous fuel reduction work in Yuba and Butte Counties.  Both grants have very strong community support from many local citizens, organizations, county, state, and federal agencies.
Yuba Watershed Protection and Fire Safe Council was awarded $144,000 in 2002 to treat 130 acres of private land for the Brownsville and Camptonville Fuel Breaks.  These small communities are located at the top of heavily forested ridges where fuel breaks around private property would increase survivability from fires and provide greater public safety.  Project site selections have recently been completed for hazardous fuel reduction work.  Project completion is scheduled by March 2004.  (Photo: Shaded Fuel Break in Yuba County).

The Paradise Irrigation District in Butte County was just recently awarded a $190,000 grant to treat 125 acres of private land for the Phase II Upper Ridge Fire Fuel Reduction project.  The project will complete the remaining five miles of a seventeen mile sheltered firebreak.  Mainly chaparral brush and a mixture of conifers are to be removed by hand and pulling equipment.  The shaded fuel break will also be incorporated into the Lassen National Forest’s McNab Cypress project.  Approximately 20,000 people in the communities of Paradise Pines, Firhaven, and Magalia will benefit from this project.  Project completed is scheduled for June 2004.
