LANDS SPECIAL USE AUTHORIZATIONS

The Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) lists the requirements for proposals and applications for special use authorizations.  These regulations can be viewed at http://www.access.gpo.gov/nara/cfr/waisidx_03/36cfr251_03.html, beginning with Subpart B, Special Uses, section 251.50, Scope.
The following is only a summary of the requirements for submitting proposals and applications.  Please review the CFR for detailed information, and contact the LTBMU Lands Special Uses department if you have any questions.
PROPOSALS
Submission Info

Proposals for occupancy and use of National Forest System lands must be submitted as early as possible in advance of the proposed use.  The proposal may be submitted in writing or orally.  If the proposal is submitted in writing, it must be signed by the proponent or authorized agent.  Submission of a proposal does not grant any rights to use National Forest System lands, and does not guarantee that the proposal or subsequent application will be accepted or that an authorization will be issued.
Information Required 

1. Name, mailing address, email address, and phone number of proponent.  If applicable, name, mailing address, email address, and phone number of authorized agent.

2. Description of the proposed activity.
3. Description of National Forest System lands/facilities to be used.  Detailed maps of the location showing large and small scale, and exact location of proposed facilities.  Assessor’s parcel number(s) and legal description.

4. Legal documents showing, as appropriate, government or corporate authority to file the proposal.
5. Evidence of technical and financial capability to construct, operate, maintain, and terminate the project.

6. Reasons the project must be completed on National Forest System lands, including, as applicable, other locations considered and reasons they were rejected.
The Forest Service will respond to proposals after screening has been completed.  Additional information may be requested and revised plans required before a decision will be made.  If the proposal is accepted, the proponent may submit an application.    
APPLICATIONS
Submission Info 

If an oral proposal was submitted, the application must be submitted in writing and must include the items required for a proposal.  The application must be must be signed by the proponent or authorized agent.
If a written proposal was submitted, the proponent or authorized agent must request that the proposal receive consideration as an application; this request must be in writing and signed.  The SF299 form may be submitted, but it must include all information required for a proposal.
