Duties: The position is located in the Public Services Staff, Planning Section, of the Modoc National Forest Supervisor’s Office and works under the Public Services Staff Officer. The incumbent serves as the Forest Plan Revision Team Leader for the Forest. The incumbent works closely with Forest Leadership Team and Program Specialist. The incumbent develops and maintains all databases, analysis processes, documents, and the project record for the Forest Plan Revision and other Forest Wide Planning Efforts. 
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THE MODOC NATIONAL FOREST and the Local Community is a land of contrasts and unspoiled vacation-hideaway settings. Nestled in the extreme northeastern corner of California, The Modoc National Forest is 140 miles east of Redding on Highway 299, and 169 miles north of Reno, Nevada, via Highway 395. The Modoc National Forest features several mountain areas. The Warner Mountains, on its east, are the western edge of the Great Basin Province, the Medicine Lake Highlands, to the northwest, are a southern spur of the Cascade range. Bordered by Oregon to the north and Nevada to the east, the Modoc has the best of both these lands...mountains, pine forests, and meadows, lakes, streams, and rugged canyons, wetlands, lava beds and high desert plateaus. The Modoc offers you beautiful scenery, varied terrain and a memorable visitor experience.

ALTURAS, CALIFORNIA

WHERE THE WEST STILL LIVES !
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 This is California?  Yes, but not the California of smog, congestion and crowded amusement parks.  This is the California of soaring mountains and bubbling springs, of four distinct seasons and close-knit communities that welcome visitors with open arms.  Our favorite recreation, and that of our visitors, is always centered around the crisp air and the gorgeous scenery.  Whether you visit us in the winter for skiing or summer for a camping trip, you're bound to leave feeling refreshed.
Alturas lies in high desert country, has a population of 3,021, is the county seat of Modoc County, which has a total population of 9,678, and has warm, dry summers and cold wet winters.  It is a full-service community with a hospital, several doctors, dentists, chiropractors, and businesses.  The public school system covers grades K-12 and offers numerous extra-curricular activities.  In addition, many children are involved in other organizations such as campfire girls, girl scouts, cub and boy scouts, and 4-H and little league.  Housing prices range in the area of $80,000-$200,000.  Rentals for 2-3 bedrooms are approximately $300-600/mo.

Alturas has churches representing many denominations.  Adult organizations include Lions, Elks, Veterans of Foreign Wars, volunteer groups, card clubs and Rotary.  Popular activities include the Modoc Performing Arts Theater (MPAT), softball, and other local recreation opportunities such as hunting, fishing, camping, hiking, horseback riding, hang gliding, bird watching, and collecting rocks and gemstones.

The Warner Mountains on the east side of the forest feature the South Warner Wilderness, a pristine area for the visitor who seeks solitude and breathless vistas.  Winter recreation is available at Cedar Pass Ski Hill, about 15 miles from Alturas.  Access is easy to numerous undeveloped cross-country ski areas on the forest.

Lassen College Extension Office offers night courses in academics, vocational skills, physical fitness and arts and crafts.  Shasta College, a 2 year Jr. College, and Simpson College, a 4 year college are located in Redding, CA.  Oregon Institute of Technology is located in Klamath Falls, OR.  The University of Nevada Reno, is located in Reno, NV.

The nearest large communities (hours are approximate driving times):  Redding, CA, 2.5 hours southwest; Reno, NV, 3 hours south: and Klamath Falls, OR, 2 hours northwest.  The nearest large resorts are located in Bend, OR and Tahoe, NV, each about a four hour drive to the north and south, respectively.

The Modoc National Forest is bounded by the Oregon on the north, the Medicine Lake Highlands and volcanic zone on the west, Madeline plains to the south, and the Warner Mountain Range to the east.  The forest varies in elevation from 9000 feet in the Warner Mountains, to the plateaus at 5000 feet.
