Moonlight Fire Update

The Moonlight Fire, burning since midafternoon yesterday, has burned about 1,200 acres and is 15%
contained. The fire, which started on private land, is burning in a remote area of the Plumas National

Forest along the border of the Plumas and Lassen National Forests (pdf 306kb) in northeastern California.

The fire is burning in a northeasterly direction along the ridgeline.

No communities are threatened, although smoke and ash will continue to impact many areas nearby as
the wind shifts throughout the day. Smoke impacts will be felt most strongly in the Westwood and
Susanville communities, shifting to Indian Valley and upper Genesee Valley at times . A large smoke
column will be visible in the afternoon.

Currently there are 600 firefighters on scene, including engines, air tankers, helicopters, dozers and
hand crews. Additional fire fighting resources, including a Type 1 Management Team, are arriving to
assist local firefighters. Fire Camp is being set up outside of Westwood.

All major highways are open. Some minor routes through the forest in the area of the fire are being
blocked to public access from Westwood, Susanville and Greenville. The cause of the fire is being
investigated.
