The Rich Fire technically indicates a total of 284 personnel working the fire; however, approximately
200 additional people are assisting from the Canyon Complex Fire and the Plumas National Forest for
a total of approximately 484 personnel. Resource sharing has been a tremendous advantage for the
suppression activities on the Rich Fire. The assisting personnel have been invaluable during the first
couple of days of the fire. Due to the availability of substantial resources close by, approximately 150
personnel were available for initial attack. This extra help was critical in the structure protection of the
residences that were threatened by the fast moving fire.

Resource sharing is also an advantage when it comes to cost savings. Approximately 98% of all
wildfires are caught during initial attack and utilizing local resources alleviates the necessity to order
additional resources throughout the United States.

The Pacific Northwest Team 2, under the command of Chris Hoff, will be assuming command of the
Rich Fire at 6 p.m. today. The Arizona Central West Zone Team will continue to manage the Canyon
Complex Fire.
