The Angeles National Forest has produced 
a final Motor Vehicle Use Map (MVUM) for 
the existing designated system.

The Cleveland National Forest completed 
an Environmental Assessment (EA) for 
limited changes to the existing designated 
system and issued a finding of no signifi-
cant impact (FONSI).

The Lake Tahoe Basin Management Unit 
has produced a final MVUM for the existing 
designated system.
