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   Regional Fire Training Committee


FSH 5709.17 Chapter 30 along with National Wildfire Coordinating Group standards, delegate 300/400 level course delivery responsibilities to the Geographic Area Training Committees (reference the National Field Manager’s Course Guide).  The Geographic Area Training Committees are charged with assuring NWCG course and instructor standards are met.

The Pacific Southwest Fire Management and Training Officers have determined that in addition to the 300 & 400 Level Courses, a Unit desiring to deliver a S-230 Single Resource Boss, S-244 Field Observer, S-245 Display Processor, S-290 Intermediate Fire Behavior or L-280 Followership to Leadership must submit a completed course request to their respective Zone Training Officer in the following manner:

1. Local Unit Training Officer will complete and submit a request for delivery of all 300 and 400 level courses as well as S-230, S-244/S-245, S-290 or L-280 on the attached Course Delivery Request Form to their respective Zone Training Officer for consideration.

2. The Zone Training Officer will ensure completeness, and forward recommendation to the Regional Training Officer for approval.

3. The Regional Training Officer will review and forward decision back to the respective Zone Representative.  

4. The Zone Representative will forward response on to the local unit requestor.

FSH 5109.17 Chapter 30 provides guidance on Instructor Qualifications.  This includes Lead Instructor and Unit Instructors.  Adherence to this handbook is required when requesting approval to conduct courses at the unit level.
