ORDER NO. 14-09-01 (Shasta Trinity NF)
SHASTA-TRINITY NATIONAL FOREST
TEMPORARY CLOSURE

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(a) and (b), and to protect natural resources and provide for public
safety, the following acts are prohibited within the Shasta Lake Ranger District on the Shasta-
Trinity National Forest. This Order is effective from April 11, 2009, through December 31, 2009.

Being on the following National Forest System trails within the Chappie-Shasta Off-Highway
Vehicle Area, listed below and shown on the attached map.
a. OHV 76.
b. The portion of OHV 2 which begins at the boundary of the Shasta-Trinity National
Forest in Section 2, Township 33 North, Range 6 West, Mt. Diablo Meridian, and
then continues north though Sections 2, 10, and 11, and then continues north
through Sections 35 and 36, Township 34 North, Range 6 West to its terminus.
36 CFR 261.55(a).

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50(e), the following persons are exempt from this Order:

1. Any Federal, State or local officer, or member of an organized rescue or fire fighting
force in the performance of an official duty.

2. Persons with a valid permit from the Forest Service specifically authorizing the otherwise
prohibited act or omission.

These prohibitions are in addition to the general prohibitions in 36 CFR Part 261, Subpart A.
