For your convenience, selected campgrounds
throughout the United States offer reserveable
campsites thru the NRRS (Nationa Recreation
Reservation Service). Reservations are advised for
all selected National Forest Campgrounds during
“peak” seasons. The peak season for most canp-
grounds is Memorial Day weekend through the La-
bor Day weekend.

Reservations

Reservations can be made through the website at
WWW.reserveusa.com or, if you prefer, you can
cal the reservation center by dialing 1-877-444-
6777 (toll free) to speak with a reservation agent.
TDD: 1-877-833-6777. Campsites may be reserved
up to 240 days in advance, and group sites 360
days.

Note: A service fee will be charged for any changes
made to your reservation once you complete your
call, therefore please verify that your reservation
information is correct.

At the time you make your reservation, the Reserva-
tion Center will collect al fees — the reservation fee
and the camping fee for al nights of your visit. Y our
credit card is accepted with phone and Internet reser-
vations. Bank checks, money orders, traveler's
checks and cashiers checks are accepted with mail-in
reservations. Personal checks are not accepted.

Mail-in Reservations

You may mail reservation applications up to 360 day
(for group sites) and up to 240 days (for family sites)
in advance of your first night of arrival. Applications
received earlier than thiswill be returned without proc-
ng. Be sureto include aternative dates and camp-
grounds on your applications. If your original request
cannot be filled, a reasonable attempt will be made to
reach you to obtain an dternative date. If, however,
that isn't possible, your application will be returned
unfilled. Reservation vouchers cannot be held for you
at the campground or mailed to a temporary address.
Note: Mail in reservations requires the same infor-
mation astelephone reservations.

Allow at least 10 days for processing mail applica-
tions. Neither the National forests nor the Reserva-
tion Center are responsible for delays in postal ser-
vice. When you receive your voucher, check it care-
fully to make sure al information is correct. If there
isan error, call the Reservation Center.

Golden Age/Golden Access Passports

If you possess one of these passports, you will be enti-
tled to a50% discount on use fees for asingle-family
campsite. Your passport card number is required prior
to processing of the discount. You will also bere-
quired to show the passport when you arrive at the
campground for verification. Only the cardholder is
entitled to the discount. The cardholder must make
thereservation and occupy the site.
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Failure to Show and Late Arrival

If you fail to occupy your reserved campsite by the
check-in time on the day following your scheduled
date of arrival, your site will be made available to
other campers. If you arrive late and a site is still
available, you are free to occupy it. If other campers
are in the site, ask a campground attendant if another
siteis available or drive through the campground un-
til you find an available non-reserved site, occupy it
and then notify a campground attendant. The onsite
manager will not grant refunds for late arrivals with-
out approval. If you are unable to occupy your re-
served site, refunds may be requested in writing for
any days remaining until your scheduled departure
date. All requests must be submitted to local canp-
ground managers and are subject to their approval.

Refunds

Y our camping and service fees will be refunded if no
camping site is available due to a natural emergency
(fire, flood, etc) or a sudden campground closure.
Refunds are not granted due to adverse weather con-
ditions.

Early Departures

If you must leave the campground earlier than ex-
pected, contact a campground attendant and request a
refund of unused camping fees less a cancellation
fee. Your refund will be sent to you or credited to
your account. Please note that the camping day be-
gins at the check-in time stated on your confirma-
tion voucher.

Campers who request an early departure refund after
check-in time will forfeit that night’s camping fee.
